In the late 60’s a young father living in 
Geneva was told that his  1½-year-old 
daughter had cerebral palsy.  This fa-
ther had no idea what could be done 
to help his little girl.  The girl’s physi-
cian instructed him to give her a foot-
ball helmet and forget about her con-
dition.  Her father didn’t know where 
to turn.  Through an article placed in 
the Geneva Times, volunteers stepped 
forward to create the Finger Lakes 
Committee of United Cerebral Palsy.  
They soon learned that there were 
many children with cerebral palsy 
in the area and, thanks to help from 
the New York State Elks Club and the 
Women’s Club of Geneva, money was 
raised to open Happiness House’s first 
childcare center in a house on North
